OF GREENACRES, FLORIDA, ANNEXING TEN PARCELS OF

THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF HAVERHILL ROAD AND CORBETT

ROAD, AS REQUESTED BY THE PETITIONER, LAND DESIGN

SOUTH, AGENT FOR THE OWNERS, HAVERHILL DEVELOPMENT,

LLC, INC. AND PALM BEACH COUNTY; PROVIDING FOR

REDEFINING THE BOUNDARY LINES OF THE CITY OF

GREENACRES TO INCLUDE THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IN THE

CITY’S OFFICIAL BOUNDARY MAP; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF

CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY

Background:

The property proposed for annexation is contiguous to the City on its north side, immediately across the
Corbett Road right-of-way from Diamond View Elementary School. The proposed annexation will allow
for the development of a residential project similar to the existing Palm Beach County approval.

Annexation Findings of Fact:

The proposed annexation is consistent with the Goals, Objectives and Policies of the City's
Comprehensive Plan. The site is contiguous to the City and is within the boundaries of the Future
Annexation Area in the Annexation Element of the Comprehensive Plan.

In addition, the following six guidelines, as specified in Objective 4(a) on page 20 of the Annexation
Element within the Comprehensive Plan, must be addressed. The guidelines apply to both City initiated
and voluntary annexations.

Specific Criteria Findings:
In all future annexation requests, the City shall be guided by the following:

1) The area in question must meet statutory requirements pertaining to contiguity,
compactness and irregular shape.

Findings: The annexation petition is consistent with the provisions in Chapter 171, F.S.,
specifically because the subject property is rectangular in shape, reasonably compact, and
immediately contiguous to the City’s municipal boundary to the north,

) The petitioned area must have "a unity of interests with the City" and be "a logical
extension" of the City’s boundaries.

Findings: The subject property has "a unity of interests with the City" and is "a logical
extension" of the City of Greenacres’ boundaries. The property is identified as part of the future
annexation area in the City's Comprehensive Plan. The site is also contiguous to the City’s
boundary on the north.

(€)] The area shall have a growth potential sufficient to warrant the extension of services.

Findings:  The area has a growth potential sufficient to warrant the extension of services. The
property is proposed for residential development and is located along Haverhill Road, where the
large Nautica Isles PUD residential development and Diamond View Elementary are already
receiving City services. Further, since the proposed site is contiguous to the City, there will be
minimal effect upon infrastructure and services provided within the City.

@) The deficit of income against expense to the City shall not be unreasonable.

Findings: The annexation of the subject property will not create an unreasonable expense or
burden upon the City of Greenacres. Since the subject site is contiguous to a developed parcel
already in the City, its annexation will not adversely affect the City’s overall level of service, nor
will it substantially increase costs to the City to warrant the annexation unreasonable. The City
will also be provided with revenue from the property taxes of the new property.

5) The advantages both to the City of Greenacres and to the petitioned area must outweigh the
disadvantages.
